


Policy No. 2410
Instruction

a. Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra II; or
b. Integrated Mathematics I, Integrated Mathematics II, and Integrated Mathematics I1I; or
c. Any combination of (a) and (b) in progressive sequence.

In lieu of a third credit of mathematics students may choose an alternative mathematics course, if the par-
ent/guardian agrees that the third credit mathematics elective is supportive of the student’s education and ca-
reer goals. Before approval of the elective third mathematics credit a meeting will be held with the student,
the parent/guardian and the school staff to discuss the student’s High School and Beyond Plan and the ma-
thematics requirements for post-secondary and career choices.

The district will obtain a signed consent from the parent for the student to enroll in the alternative third cre-
dit of mathematics. The consent form will confirm the meeting, that the parent understands the impact of the
selection on the student’s educational and employment options, and that the alternative is most appropriate
for the needs of the student.

Students may also satisfy the mathematics requirements by earning equivalency based credit in career and
technical education mathematics courses. Those credits must be recorded using the equivalent academic
high school department designation.

. A student will receive a certificate of academic achievement only if they earn the appropriate number of
credits required by the district, complete a culminating project, complete the high school and beyond plan;
and meet the reading, writing and math standards on the high school State Test(HSPE) or an appropriate
alternative assessment.

Students qualifying for special education services will earn a certificate of individual achievement as deter-
mined by their individual education plan.

. The superintendent shall develop procedures for implementing this policy which include:

1. Establishment of the process and assessment criteria for the high school culminating project
requirements; and determination of the education plan process for identifying competencies.

2. Establishing the process for completion of the High School and Beyond Plan.

Recommending course and credit requirements which satisfy the State Board of Education requirements
and recognize the expectations of the citizens of the district.

4. Determining which courses satisfy particular subject area requirements and whether a particular course
may satisfy more than one subject area requirement including a process for determining the credits the
district will recognize for courses taken through another program recognized by the state (another public
school district, an approved private school) or those courses taken by students moving into the state
from another state or country. Decisions regarding the recognition of credits earned before enrolling in
the district will be based on the professional judgment of the high school principal or designee based on
an evaluation of the student’s former program and demonstrated knowledge and skills in the discipline
for which credit is sought. The decision of the principal may be appealed to the superintendent within
fifteen school days.

5. Making graduation requirements available in writing to students, parents and members of the public.

6. Providing for a waiver of graduation requirements for an individual student when permitted. All state
graduation requirements must be satisfied unless a waiver is permitted by law;

7. Granting credit for learning experiences conducted away from school, including National Guard high
school career training.
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Instruction

8. Granting credit for correspondence, vocational-technical institutes and/or college courses for college or
university course work the district has agreed to accept for high school credit, state law requires that the
district award one high school credit for every five quarter hour credit or three semester hour credit
successfully earned through a college or university, except for community college high school
completion programs where the district awards the diploma; tenth and eleventh grade students and their
parents shall be notified annually of the Running Start Program.

9. Granting credit for work experience.
10. Granting credit based upon competence testing, in lieu of enrollment.

11. Granting credit for high school courses completed before a student attended high school, to the extent
that the course work exceeded the requirements for seventh or eighth grade.

12. Counseling of students to know what is expected of them for completion of their schooling.

13. Preparing a list of all graduating students for the information of the board and release to the public.
14. Preparing suitable diplomas and final transcripts for graduating seniors.

15. Planning and executing graduation ceremonies.

16. Developing student learning plans for students who are not successful on one or more components of the
State Tests (HSPE).

In the event minimum test requirements are adopted by the board, a student who possesses a disability shall sa-
tisfy those competency requirements which are incorporated into the Individualized Education Program (IEP).
Satisfactory completion of the objectives incorporated into the IEP shall serve as the basis for determining com-
pletion of a course.

A student shall be issued a diploma after completing the district's requirements for graduation. In lieu of the cer-
tificate of academic achievement, special education students may earn a certificate of individual achievement. A
student shall also be advised that he/she may receive a final transcript.

However, a student's diploma or transcript may be withheld until the student pays for any school property that
has been lost or willfully damaged. Upon payment for damages, or the equivalency through voluntary work, the
diploma or transcript will be released. When the damages or fines do not exceed $100, the student or his/her
parents shall have the right to an appeal using the same process as used for short-term suspension as defined in
Policy 3241, Classroom Management, Corrective Actions or Punishments. When damages are in excess of
$100, the appeal process for long term suspension as defined in Policy 3241, Classroom Management, Correc-
tive Actions or Punishments shall apply.

Graduation requirements in effect when a student first enrolls in high school shall be in effect until that student
graduates unless such period is in excess of ten years.

In the event that other forms of corrective actions are imposed for violations of school rules, the student may be
denied participation in graduation ceremonies. Such exclusion shall be regarded as a school suspension. In such
instances, the diploma will be granted.

Orecas Island High School Graduation Requirements

Publication of Graduation Requirements

Prior to registering in high school, and each year thereafter each student and his/her parents or
guardians will be provided with a copy of the graduation requirements in effect for that student
(those in effect when the student enrolled in ninth grade unless ten years have elapsed).
Graduation requirements shall also be included in the handbook and in the Orcas Island High
School Course Guide each year.

High School Completion

Each student is to develop, update as necessary, and have on file a high school completion plan
approved by the parent. Counselors will provide assistance to incoming students and their
families in developing educational plans. Changes in plans should normally reflect parent
consent and should be submitted to the counselor. At the conclusion of each year the school will
provide the student and his/her parents or guardians with a report which reflects the progress that
has been made toward satisfying the graduation requirements. If progress is not normal, the
school will identify alternative courses that can be taken to correct the deficiencies.

Orcas Island High School — Subject Area Credit Requirements

The following credits shall be required of each candidate for graduation from Orcas Island High
School. The courses that satisfy the subject area requirements are listed in the High School
Course Guide and the school handbook.

Career and Technical Education (requires .5 of computer applications, 1 credit

or equivalent)

Electives (can include “extra” classes taken in specific subjects above,

Foreign Language, etc.) S credits

High School and Beyond Plan/Five Year Plan and Culminating Project/Senior Project

High School and Beyond Plan, also known as the Five Year Plan, and culminating project, also
known as the senior project, are also required.

A. In assisting students with developing a High School and Beyond Plan the district should:

1. Provide opportunities for student choice, voice and ownership of the High School and
Beyond Plan;
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2. Help students to develop a planning process that provides a capacity to create, review and
revise the High School and Beyond Plan;

3. Prepare students for post-secondary options;

4. Involve parents in the planning process, including the student’s development of the High
School and Beyond Plan.

B. In assisting students with developing the culminating or senior project the district should:

1. Advise the student and parents of the requirement to complete a culminating or senior
project as a graduation requirement;

2. Provide the student assistance and guidance on completing the project;
3. Ensure projects align with goals three and four of the WA State learning goals.
C. The culminating project may include:

1. A demonstration of the student’s ability to communicate in writing by completing an
analytical, argumentative and/or reflective paper and letter;

2. A demonstration of the student’s ability to communicate orally through a presentation to
peers, teachers and/or community members;

3. Completion of a self directed student project that demonstrates the student’s academic
and management skills; and

4. The opportunity for the student to complete a community service project or a project
working with a community member.

Credits

Students shall be expected to earn a total of 22 credits in order to complete graduation
requirements for Orcas Island High School. For credit purposes, a class must meet for a total of
180 hours of planned instruction for one credit or 90 hours for .5 credit.

The principal or designee is responsible for determining which credits will be recognized by the
district for students enrolling from another state approved learning program (public school,
approved private school, or home school), or from out-of-state, or out-of-country. Credits from
another Washington public school or accredited state private school or accredited out-of-state
public or private school shall be accepted to the extent the credit matches a district graduation
requirement, or may be counted as an elective credit. Credits from unaccredited programs or
home schools shall be evaluated as described below for home school students. Decisions of the
principal or designee may be appealed to the superintendent within fifteen school days of the
initial decision.

Waiver of Graduation Requirements

All state requirements must be satisfied except that Washington history and government may be
waived for students who have completed and passed a state history and government course in
another state during grades seven through twelve and who have fulfilled study of the Washington
state constitution through an alternative learning experience approved by the principal.
Additionally, physical education, pursuant to RCW 28A.230.050, may be waived upon written
request of a parent/guardian or student on account of physical disability, or religious belief. A .5
credit of PE can be waived on the written request of a parent/guardian or student in the senior
year on account of scheduling issues. This shall not alter the credit requirements established by
the board.
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The following procedure shall be followed in graduation waiver requests:

A. The principal is responsible for evaluating educational experiences of individual students and
recommending graduation to the superintendent when requirements have been met.

B. Waiver of graduation requirements is determined by the principal. The procedure for
processing requests for waiver shall be as follows:

1. Request shall be initiated by the parent or the eligible student;
2. The principal shall investigate the request for waiver of graduation requirements;

3. The principal shall make a determination in writing based upon appropriate data and
upon conclusions of the investigation;

4. The principal shall develop appropriate record keeping procedures for storage of all
pertinent data relating to each waiver request; and

5. The parent or eligible student shall be notified that an appeal to the decision on waiver
requests may be made in writing to the superintendent no later than 30 days prior to the
anticipated graduation date.

Credit For Work Experience

The use of work experience as a part of the educational program of students should be regarded
as part of the secondary school curriculum rather than just a device to relieve a manpower
shortage. The following are the bases upon which credit may be granted for work experience.
This credit is granted through the Career and Technical class, Career Choices.

National Guard High School Career Training

Credit may be granted for National Guard high school career training in lieu of either required or
elective high school credits. Approval by the district shall be obtained prior to a student's
participation in a National Guard training program as follows

1. MIL Form 115 or an equivalent form now or hereafter provided by the national guard
shall be completed and filed with the school district; and

2. The number of credits toward high school graduation to be granted shall be calculated,
agreed upon by the student and an authorized representative of the school district, and
such agreement noted on MIL Form 115 or such equivalent form.

Credit toward high school graduation may be granted by the school district upon certification by
a national guard training unit commander on the completion component of MIL Form 115 or
such equivalent form that the student has met all program requirements.

Credit From Approved Schools:

1. Community colleges, vocational-technical institutes, four-year colleges and universities
and approved private schools in the state of Washington, and

2. Other schools or institutions which are approved by the district after evaluation for a
particular course offering. This includes schools and institutions offering online classes.

Orcas Island High School Graduation Ceremonies

If students fulfill graduation requirements for Orcas Island High School by the end of the last
term of their senior year, they may participate in Orcas Island High School graduation
ceremonies. Each student shall be awarded a diploma after satisfactorily completing Orcas Island
High School and state requirements. Upon request, each graduating student shall receive a final
transcript. Each student shall be notified of this opportunity at least one month prior to the close
of the school term.
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Orcas Island High School graduation ceremonies will be conducted in the following manner:

A. Each participating student must participate in the graduation ceremony rehearsal. Each
student who participates will purchase or rent the proper cap and gown as designated by the
school administration and the class advisor and officers.

B. Caps and gowns will be worn in the proper manner, as designated by the school
administration and class advisor.

C. Students who participate will be expected to use good taste in their choice of accessories for
their attire.

D. Each student who participates will be expected to cooperate with the class advisor and
to participate in all parts of the graduation ceremonies.

E. Failure to comply with the above requirements will automatically forfeit a student's privilege
of participation in the graduation ceremonies.
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OASIS High School Graduation Requirements

Publication of Graduation Requirements

Prior to registering in high school, and each year thereafter each student and his/her parents or
guardians will be provided with a copy of the graduation requirements in effect for that student
(those in effect when the student enrolled in ninth grade unless ten years have elapsed).

High School and Beyond Plan/Five Year Plan and Culminating Project/Senior Project

High School and Beyond Plan, also known as the Five Year Plan, and culminating project, also
known as the senior project, are also required.

A. In assisting students with developing a High School and Beyond Plan the district should:

1. Provide opportunities for student choice, voice and ownership of the High School and
Beyond Plan;

2. Help students to develop a planning process that provides a capacity to create, review and
revise the High School and Beyond Plan;

3. Prepare students for post-secondary options;

4. Involve parents in the planning process, including the student’s development of the High
School and Beyond Plan.
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B. In assisting students with developing the culminating or senior project the district should:

Credit For Work Experience

This credit is granted through the Career and Technical class, Career Choices.

National Guard High School Career Training

Credit may be granted for National Guard high school career training in lieu of either required or
elective high school credits. Approval by the district shall be obtained prior to a student's
participation in a National Guard training program as follows:

1. MIL Form 115 or an equivalent form now or hereafter provided by the national
guard shall be completed and filed with the school district; and

2. The number of credits toward high school graduation to be granted shall be calculated,
agreed upon by the student and an authorized representative of the school district, and
such agreement noted on MIL Form 115 or such equivalent form.

Credit toward high school graduation may be granted by the school district upon certification by
a national guard training unit commander on the completion component of MIL Form 115 or
such equivalent form that the student has met all program requirements.

Credit From Approved Schools:

1. Community colleges, vocational-technical institutes, four-year colleges and universities
and approved private schools in the state of Washington, and

2. Other schools or institutions which are approved by the district after evaluation for a
particular course offering. This includes schools and institutions offering online classes.

OASIS High School Graduation Ceremonies

If students fulfill graduation requirements for OASIS High School, or successful complete their
GED tests, prior to the ceremony on the first Saturday in December or the ceremony on the first
Saturday in June, they are invited to participate in that OASIS High School commencement
ceremony. Each student shall be awarded a diploma after satisfactorily completing OASIS High
School and state requirements. Upon request, each graduating student shall receive a final
transcript. Each student shall be notified of this opportunity at least one month prior to the close
of the school term.
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OASIS High School graduation ceremonies will be conducted in the following manner:

A. Each participating student is invited to participate in the rehearsal prior to the ceremony.

Each student who participates will be provided with a cap and gown should they choose
to wear these.

B. Students who participate will be expected to use good taste in their choice of accessories
for their attire.
